A. Call to Order – Chair LaBarge called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

B. Agenda Review – Chair LaBarge reviewed the agenda.  Mr. LaBarge read the “Interested Person” definition. He then administered the oath to those giving testimony.
C. Meeting Topics:
1. DRB-16-2019: Richard & Linda Domina request for preliminary and possible final plat approval for a minor 2-lot subdivision located at 3858 Sweet Hollow Road in the R1/Agricultural Residential district.
Mr. Gervais provided the board with the State Wastewater approval and noted that the plan for the 2-lot subdivision had not been changed.

Mr. Garrett made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beliveau to approve DRB-16-2019: Richard & Linda Domina request for preliminary and possible final plat approval for a minor 2-lot subdivision located at 3858 Sweet Hollow Road in the R1/Agricultural Residential district as final plat approval as the State Wastewater Permit has been presented to the board.  Motion carried.

2. DRB-15-2019:  Ahmad Khan continuance of request for conditional use approval to convert 2 of 3 apartments to a community care facility located at 29 York Street in the R5/Residential district.
Mr. LaBarge stated there was a site visit before the meeting and he had no other questions.  Ms. Drennen asked Mr. Khan if he was still planning on an 8 unit community care facility.  Mr. Khan stated he was now asking for a 6 unit community care facility.  Mrs. Fortin asked how many cars the board thought he had room to park.  Mr. LaBarge stated they would look at the Zoning Bylaws to check how many cars Mr. Khan was allowed.  Mr. LaBarge stated the bylaws require 1 parking space for 3 beds.  Ms. Fortin asked how many parking spaces the board would approve.  Mrs. Fortin was concerned about cars backing out onto York Street and people parking by the back apartment.  Mr. LaBarge stated the parking would be limited to the front of the building or on the north side of the property and not in the back where the third apartment was located.  

Mr. Centabar made a motion seconded by Ms Drennen to approve DRB-15-2019: Ahmad Khan continuance of request for conditional use approval to convert 2 of 3 apartments to a community care facility located at 29 York Street in the R5/Residential district with the condition that there will be a maximum of 5 parking spaces in the front or north side of dwelling, excluding the back of the building where the third apartment tenants park and that the approval is for a 6 bed community care facility.
3. DRB-19-2019: Robert & Judy Boulerice request for variance for the north side setback to build a deck located at 11 Taylor Drive in the R5/Residential district.

Mrs. Boulerice stated they wanted to put a deck by the pool on the north side of the property by the cedar trees.  Mr. Boulerice stated there was a 1 foot drop by the trees.  Mrs. Boulerice stated they are asking for an 11 foot setback and the required setback is 15 feet.  Mr. LaBarge noted this could be approved as a condition use less 30%.   Ms. Drennen stated the lot coverage is over and would they consider making the deck smaller.  Ms. Boulerice stated they wanted a deck big enough for a table but would be willing to work with the board.
Mr. LaBarge made a motion to continue, seconded by Mr. Garrett DRB-19-2019: Robert & Judy Boulerice request for variance for the north side setback to build a deck located at 11 Taylor Drive in the R5/Residential district.  Ms. Giroux will go to the property to measure the pool for proper dimensions to clarify the lot coverage.  Mr. LaBarge stated that the board would look at the lot coverage of the property after receiving the dimensions for impervious surfaces at the next DRB meeting.  
4. DRB-20-2019: Kevin & Theresa O’Shea request for conditional use approval for an accessory dwelling unit located at 103 Lakewood Drive in the SR/Shoreland Recreation and RC/Recreation Conservation district.
Mr. O’Shea stated his hanger burned down and when he rebuilt he put an accessory dwelling unit on the second floor not knowing he needed to get approval.  Because the building burned down Mr. O’Shea did not need a permit to rebuild.  Ms. Giroux gave the board the State Wastewater Permit approval for his single family dwelling and for the accessory unit.  Mr. O’Shea stated that during this process they found that their current septic system was failing.  Ms. Giroux gave the board pictures of the hanger.

Ms. Drennen made a motion, seconded by Mr. Centabar to approve DRB-20-2019: Kevin & Theresa O’Shea request for conditional use approval for an accessory dwelling unit located at 103 Lakewood Drive in the SR/Shoreland Recreation and RC/Recreation Conservation district as presented.  Motion carried.
5. DRB-21-2019:  Kathleen & Gary Roberts request for variance for the front setback to build a front porch located on 94 Tabor Road in the RC/Recreation/Conservation district.
Mrs. Roberts stated there was a small landing in front of the house and they wanted to build a front porch where the landing was in the front of the house.  The porch would not go the whole length of the house due to the fact that their well is in the front yard.  Ms. Drennen asked Ms. Giroux about approving the petition as a conditional use less 30%.  The paperwork in the board’s packet included figures for the conditional use less 30%.
Mr. Centabar made a motion, seconded by Ms. Drennen to approve DRB-21-2019:  Kathleen & Gary Roberts request for variance for the front setback to build a front porch located on 94 Tabor Road in the RC/Recreation/Conservation district as a condition use less 30%.  Motion carried.  
6. DRB-22-2019: Karen Bratland & Deann Krzynski request for variance for the south side setback for a garage addition located at 286 Lakewood Drive in the SR/Shoreland Recreation district.
Ms. Bratland stated the garage that was pre-existing has no frost walls and it leaks.  Water comes in through the doors because of the slope that goes up hill to the road.  Ms. Bratland stated they want to build a third bay with a frost wall to protect at least one side of the building from water and it would add extra storage space.  The existing garage is 16’ from the property line and the new addition would be flush with the existing garage.  The roof line would match the existing garage.  Mr. LaBarge asked what was on the other side of the property line.  Ms. Bratland stated that the neighbor’s driveway to the south is about 18 feet from the property line.  The neighbor’s house is not close to the property line.

Mr. Beliveau made a motion, seconded by Mr. Garrett to approve DRB-22-2019: Karen Bratland & Deann Krzynski request for variance for the south side setback for a garage addition located at 286 Lakewood Drive in the SR/Shoreland Recreation district as a conditional use less 30%.  Motion carried. 
D. Minutes DRB April 23, 2019 - Ms. Drennen made a motion, seconded by Mr. Centabar to approve the Minutes of April 23, 2019 as written.  Motion carried.
E. Any Other Necessary Business – The next DRB meeting will be held on June 27, 2019.
F. Public Comment – None.

G. Deliberative Session –   Ms. Drennen made a motion at 7:43 p.m., seconded by Mr. Beliveau to enter Deliberative Session.  Motion carried.  
Mr. Beliveau made a motion at 8:47 p.m., seconded by Ms. Drennen to exit Deliberative Session.  Motion carried.
